Applying

Entry Requirements (All documents should be original or
in the form of ratified copy)

The academic ability and potential of a student required for
entry to the Islamic Theology and Religious Study program can
be established from a number of ways of evidence.

1. Language Testing Requirements

Applicants must submit a score of the level of their ability
in the English language. For applicants who are not native
speakers in English we accept the following test scores. If you

don’t have language certificate, on condition that you are accepted
the program, you will have to take English prepatory class in
Ankara University School of Foreing Languages.

- TOEFL, a score of 550 or above on the paper test, or 213
or above on the computer test. Standardized test results more
than three years old may not represent your ability.

- IELTS, a score of 6.5 or above
- FIRST CERTIFICATE, a score of B or above

- In either of KPDS and UDS the score of 70 or above is
required.

2. High School Diploma and Transcripts

An official high school diploma and transcript are required.
All applicants should provide an official English translation of
their diploma and transcripts and send an explanation of the
marking system, if their marking system differs from the standard
letter or numerical grade systems.

It is important that you take equivalent certificate for your
diploma from the Turkish Embassy in your home country or
from the Ministry of Education in Turkey.

3. You must take any one of the exams which enables you
to enter the University in your country that is equivalent to that
of Turkish university entrance system. You can take ABITUR,
Sat 1, Tawjihi, GSE, International Baccalaureate, Al-Shahada
al-Thanawiyya, etc.
